The Commission has considered your request in accordance with the Act. 
 
Response 
The estimated cost of producing the report on the potential domestic contribution to Aotearoa New 
Zealand's second nationally determined contribution (2024) is $144,000. This cost was met through our 
baseline funding. The report was completed by Commission staff with an external expert engaged to review 
the report.  
 
The report was agreed by the Commission’s Board of Commissioners. The Commission did not convene a 
separate committee for this work. 
 
The total salaries payable to Commissioners, and to Commission staff, are all publicly available in our 
2023/24 Annual Report (pages 76-77) available on our website here: C.31-Climate-Change-Commission-
Annual-Report-2023 24.pdf. Climate Change Commission staff and Commissioners do not receive any 
perks.
